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The 2000�;2001 church year began 
with no change in officers except 
for the addition of Ray Tubbs, Jr., 
as Minister of Children. A budget 
in the amount of $234,340 was 
adopted for the year. New deacons 
elected were Lee Frank, Lawrence 
Lee, C. H. VanLandingham, Galen 
Rothrock, and Edward Hastings to 
3�;year terms.  

In the November 7, 2000, 
minutes, Ralph Wheeler stated 
that John Storke was approved to 
use the sanctuary for his wedding 
on December 9. Mike Rose 
nominated Bill Altman to serve as 
Assistant Director of Sunday 
Schools and Frankie Moore to 
serve as Trustee to replace Dwight 
Storke, Jr. Ray Tubbs, Jr., reported 
that he was the leader of the RAs 
and Teresa Tubbs was leader of 
Girls on Mission (formerly GAs). 
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sixth grade and taught Bible lessons 
for first through sixth grades. He 
organized childcare for special 
events and executed Wednesday 
night children’s program for ages 
four to sixth grade to include Bible 
lessons, crafts, and recreation. He 
planned and organized special 
monthly children’s events and age- 
appropriate summer day camps and 
retreats for children. He recruited 
volunteers for all children’s 
programs, including periodic family 
events and children’s drama/
musicals.

�� e are happy to report that Ray Tubbs, Jr., has accepted the position 
of children’s minister at Shiloh, starting February 1. Below is an 

excerpt from his testimony to the church, January 22: 
 

I accepted Christ at the age of 12. My parents were 
very active in church when I was growing up so I was 
always there. Teresa and I went to church together 
and grew up together in the same children’s program 
and in the same youth group. We were both very 
active. After high school, I started working with the 
Royal Ambassadors at church. A few years later I 
taught at VBS. I started a children’s church for the 
fourth through sixth graders and taught that. Then, 
Don Childers told me about a children’s minister job 
available at Shiloh and said I should apply. I did and 
was soon hired. I served as children’s minister for 
about 5 years and resigned to finish my degree. We 
left Shiloh and soon after I became the youth and 
children’s minister at another church. I knew that I 
had not finished what God had me start at Shiloh. I 
told God that if the door ever opened again I would 
apply. Well, the door opened, and here I am today. 

 
When Ray was at Shiloh before, he served in many
